In this devotion, the Eucharist is ex-
posed for Adoration for a period of forty consecutive hours. 
Many Catholics ask about the meaning of Forty Hours. Forty 
is a number that takes on a special significance in the Bible. 
The Great Flood in Genesis lasted forty days and forty nights; 
the Jews wandered forty years in the desert before coming 
into the Promised Land; Elijah spent forty days fasting on 
Mount Horeb; and Jesus began his public ministry by fasting 
in the desert for forty days and forty nights. The Church rec-
ognizes the significance of this number by making the season 
of Lent forty days. In these situations, the number forty usu-
ally signifies a time of preparation and penance. 
   It is in this context that the Church celebrates the Forty 

Hours Devotion. We as a parish community are committing 
ourselves to adore Jesus in the Eucharist for forty consecu-
tive hours. The past year has showed us that we live in volatile 
times. In this devotion, we have the opportunity to ask God 
to sanctify us as a parish as we pray for the Church and our 
world.
